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Rainbow Crunch Salad with 
Sesame Ginger Dressing
•	 ½ head napa cabbage, finely shredded
•	 ½ head purple cabbage, finely shredded
•	 ½ head romaine lettuce, finely shredded
•	 2 cups julienned carrot
•	 1 large red bell pepper, julienned
•	 1 8 oz. package sugar snap 

peas, sliced diagonally
•	 1 bunch scallions (green parts only), sliced
•	 1 bunch cilantro
•	 Toasted pumpkin seeds, crispy 

chow mein noodles
•	 Protein of choice (if desired)
•	 For the dressing:
•	 1/3 cup white vinegar
•	 1 cup neutral oil (such as avocado 

oil or light olive oil)
•	 1 tablespoon fresh ginger, grated
•	 1 ½ tablespoons sugar
•	 1 tablespoon reduced sodium 

tamari (or soy sauce)
•	 1 tablespoon Dijon mustard 
•	 1 teaspoon sriracha
•	 1 tablespoon toasted sesame oil

To make the salad: in a large bowl, toss 
together all ingredients except cilantro, 
pumpkin seeds, and chow mein noodles. 
Store in an airtight container in the 
refrigerator until ready to serve. 

For the dressing, combine all ingredients 
and blend using an immersion blender (or 
regular blender) until smooth an emulsified. 
Transfer to a bottle or jar and refrigerate until 
ready to use. Toss desired portions of salad with 
dressing and top with toasted pumpkin seeds, 
crispy chow mein noodles, and cilantro sprigs. 

When the weather heats up, a cool main course salad is just the 
thing. Think coleslaw meets Asian bistro, and you have one of my 

favorite summer treats. Refreshing and versatile, this is one you’ll want on 
repeat in your summer recipe rotation. Dubbed “rainbow crunch salad” 
by my girls when they were little, this dish is both beautifully colorful 
and delicious. It checks all the boxes of a great salad: fresh ingredients, 
stellar homemade dressing, and interesting crunch. Best of all, it’s easy; no 
cooking required. 

Fresh produce in every color of the rainbow is the hallmark of this 
salad. I like to use napa and purple cabbages as a base, plus a little 
shredded kale or romaine lettuce for color. Julienned carrots, red bell 
pepper, sugar snap peas, scallions, and fresh cilantro round out the 
produce roster. This recipe makes a lot, so it’s great when you need to feed 
a crowd. Portions can be tossed with dressing and your protein of choice 
right before serving. 

The sesame ginger dressing follows the usual 1:3 ratio of acid to oil 
for any standard vinaigrette, and it comes together quickly using an 
immersion blender. Additions like toasted sesame oil, sriracha, and fresh 
ginger make it irresistible. You’ll want to dress this salad lightly and toss 
to coat every bit. If you like it spicy, add a little more sriracha or a pinch of 
red pepper flakes. Leftover dressing will last several months in the fridge. 
If the dressing separates, no problem. Just let it sit at room temperature for 
a few minutes and give it a good shake. 

Rainbow crunch salad is endlessly versatile. As a main course, it’s 
perfect topped with grilled shrimp, salmon, steak, or even rotisserie 
chicken. For my vegetarian peeps, I love to add chickpeas, edamame, or 
crispy tofu. Fruits like mandarin oranges or mangoes make this salad even 
more delicious. Sans protein, rainbow crunch salad is great with teriyaki 
grilled chicken or atop spicy Korean fried chicken sandwiches. 

Every salad, in my humble opinion, needs texture. This salad already 
contains loads of fresh produce, but the crunch factor goes next level 
by adding things like toasted cashews, almonds, pumpkin seeds, fried 
wontons, or crispy chow mein noodles. To keep those crunchy elements 
crunchy, add them just before tossing and serving. 

Whether you’re headed to a potluck picnic or you just want something 
cool and healthy on hand, summer salads are just the thing. I hope you’ll 
give this beauty a try, and feel free to make it your own. Stay cool, and 
happy cooking everyone! 

Eat the Rainbow
