A WARM SPRING WIND rustles through the
surrounding trees as the sun shines brightly overhead. Hayley
stands on the green, facing the ball as she lines her putter up
behind it. She looks past her left shoulder to the flag where
Barbie, her mom, stands ready to pull the flagstick. A calm
washes over her, there’s no other sounds but the birds and
breeze, as Hayley takes her shot.

A product of Texas, Barbie Perkins has called San Antonio
home since “77. She fell in love with the game of golf in the late
80s while on vacation in Hawaii, enjoying the precision of the
sport and that it demanded being outdoors. It was also a fun
and active way to spend time with her family. Though Barbie
and her husband wouldn’t move to The Dominion until ‘98,
after building their home, they joined the club prior, where
Barbie’s game continued to grow. “Our kids were in junior high
at the time and we were thinking of where we wanted them to
go to high school,” Barbie shares, “We liked that it was a gated
community, and since we were already playing golf thought
‘why not have it in the backyard?”

Prior to their arrival, Barbie had already established
herself as a true competitor out on the course. In ‘95, she nearly
became club champ but lost in a nail-biting sudden-death
playoff. The following year, she returned with a better game,
both mentally and physically, and claimed the title.

seriously as her mom at the beginning, she’d often participate
in the Sunday parent-child tournaments alongside Barbie.

Cali accounts for 90% of strawberry production in the
US. Strawberry season runs from April through July
in Southern California, with peak harvest occurring
in May and June. Read on for tips in choosing, storing,
and using America’s favorite berry.

The strawberry we are accustomed to eating
today is actually a hybrid created in Brittany, France
in the 1700’s by crossing Virginian and Chilean
species. So, while strawberries are technically native
to the Americas, the fruit with which we are familiar
came to us courtesy of French botanists. Merci! To
choose the best berries, look for bright red fruits with
very little white near the stems, and follow your nose.
The sweetest fruits will have an intense strawberry
fragrance and will be plump and heavy for their size.

If you plan to consume strawberries within a few
hours, holding them at room temperature is fine.
Alternately, strawberries can be stored for a few days
in the refrigerator. Place them in a container lined with
a paper towel, and only wash berries as they are used,
since moisture escalates spoilage. If I am unable to use
all the berries I've bought before they mold, I remove
the stems, halve them, and freeze for later use in
smoothies, strawberry margaritas, or for making jam.

With the exception of making strawberry
jam, it is my humble opinion that cooking fresh
strawberries is a culinary crime. I prefer to use
this most beautiful fruit just as she is. Ice creams,
tarts, shortcakes, and beverages are some of my
faves. Strawberries are also great in salads or on a
cheese board. They are the perfect topping for Greek
yogurt and honey, and muddled in a tall glass, a few
strawberries turn homemade lemonade or white
sangria into a pink delight.

The berries featured here come to you from Terry
Berrie’s sweet farmstand in Ventura, California, and
were growing in their field mere hours earlier. Since
it’s summertime, strawberry shortcake seemed the

FRESH STRAWBERRY SHORTCAKE
WITH WHIPPED MASCARPONE

* Your favorite cake**

» 2 pints fresh strawberries, stemmed and sliced

* 4 tablespoons powdered sugar, sifted and divided
» 3 tablespoons fresh lemon juice, divided

* 1cup mascarpone, at room temperature

* 34 cup half & half

* 1teaspoon pure vanilla extract

* Lemon zest

1. In a medium bowl, toss the sliced berries with 1
tablespoon of the powdered sugar and 1-2 teaspoons
of lemon juice. Reserve the remaining sugar and

lemon juice for the whip. Allow berries to sit at room
temperature for about 30 minutes, tossing occasionally.
2. In a medium bowl, beat the mascarpone with the
vanilla and 3 tablespoons of powdered sugar until fluffy
using a hand mixer or whisk. Beat in the half & half

until smooth. Taste and add more sugar if you prefer

it sweeter. Beat in the lemon juice, one tablespoon at

a time, until the whipped mixture thickens (about 2
tablespoons). This stable, decadent whipped “cream”
can be made ahead and refrigerated until ready to use.
3. Top your preferred cake with the berries and
whipped mascarpone just before serving, and

garnish with grated lemon zest. Serves 4

Percival Everett’s JAMES has been

named one of the best novels of 2024

by Critics Choice.

Borrowing the outline of

Mark Twain’s ADVENTURES OF
HUCKLEBERRY FINN, Everett places the narrative
in the re-created, self-educated person of James
(originally the subservient slave Jim). James, knowing
that he is soon to be sold and thus separated from his
beloved family, flees his master. He is soon joined by
Huck who is also fleeing violence. The two join forces
and make their way to freedom down the Mississippi,
“A vast highway to a scary nowhere.”

Their raft journey introduces them to many
various characters. The two con men, King and Duke,
give James and Huck trouble more than once. Later,
due to James’ lovely tenor voice, he is purchased by a
traveling minstrel group. Here irony drips. “There we
were, twelve of us, marching down main street that
separates the free side of town and the slave side, ten
white men in blackface, one black man passing for
white and painted black, and me, a light-brown black
man painted black in such a way as to appear like a
white man trying to pass for black.”

It is in this scene that James himself gives way to
prejudice when he analyzes a bystander. “Ilooked at
one woman who might have been intrigued by me
or taken by me, the entertainer. I saw the surface of
her, the outer shell, and realized that she was mere
surface all the way to the core.”

In fact, all the white characters in the novel,
with the exception of Huck, (and we’ll see later
that’s really not an exception), are evil and without
moral conscience. James comments on whites. “After
being cruel, the most notable white attribute was
gullibility.” Thus the intelligent, well-spoken black
man could easily manipulate the arrogant white man.

PERCIVAL EVERETT

This is done by universally using the “slave filter,”
reducing their way of speakig to unschooled patois.
But James admits that the only thing worse than a
black man is a very poor white man.

A beautiful connection grows between James and
Huck as their adventure continues. When a paddle
boat blows up, James makes the hard decision to save
Huck instead of his dear friend Norman. Afterwords,
James shares information with Huck that also forces
him to make a hard decision.

Themes underlying this forceful story are moral
questions dealing with decisions. Should one live the
truth or escape a future life of bias and prejudice?
Was it evil to kill evil?

James, receiving a pencil that is worth a man’s
life, begins writing his own story. “My interest is in
how these marks that I am scratching on this page
can mean anything at all. If they can have meaning,
then life can have meaning. Then I can have
meaning.” One wonders if these are also the thoughts
of Percival Everett, the author of over thirty works.

Themes underlying this forceful story are moral
questions dealing with decisions.
