Plan (far) ahead to help 
parents cover the costs 

of long-term care

We all want the best for our parents as they age, 
but many families find themselves unprepared 
for the financial realities of senior health care.

The cost can reach six figures annually, and Medicare 
offers limited coverage beyond 90 days. Long-term care (LTC) 
insurance is the best way to guard against these costs, and the 
premiums may even be tax deductible. However, timing is critical 
as premiums rise quickly with age, and approval becomes more 
difficult after 65 or once health issues emerge. 

CONSIDER OTHER FUNDING OPTIONS

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families. It was considered an honor for a family to have a 
daughter in service to Vesta. Chosen for training between 
the ages of six and ten, the girls began a term of service 
that lasted for 30 years (ten years to learn their duties, ten 
years to perform their duties, and ten years to train new 
girls). They were sworn to chastity. If chastity were lost, the 
punishment was to be buried alive, a fate that is reported 
to have happened to at least twelve of the maidens.

•	 Insanity was a medical issue in Rome, especially noted as an 
affliction among some of the more notorious rulers (Caligula 
and Nero being the most famous). It is believed that a probable 
cause for this affliction was the water provided to Rome. 
The aqueducts that transported the water to Rome from 
neighboring mountains were lined with lead, and the erosion of 
this lining by the passing water contributed a toxic aspect to the 
water supply of the city. 

And a closing historical thought: “Rome never fell. It just turned 
into an immortal idea.”

Join us on 8 January to witness the fall of the Roman empire. 
History is fun!

This month at the meeting of The Dominion History Club we 
will conclude a three-part series on the Roman Empire. Included 
in the discussions have been the people who made Rome 
the greatest empire to its time, the great battles and the great 
rivalries, and the legacies of architecture, literature, engineering, 
government, and history that made the empire remarkable. 
Behind the scenes of grandeur and greatness are the people and 
aspects of life that are also worthy of investigation. 

Here are a few items of interest about life in Rome.
•	 The family was dominated by the father, an arrangement 

referred to as “paterfamilias”. By this arrangement, the father 
could decide to punish, kill, or sell any member of the family. 
The father made the decision to keep or abandon a baby born 
to the family. If kept, the baby was welcomed with a ceremony 
on its tenth day. If abandoned, the baby was placed in an urn 
at a temple to either perish or be claimed by another family. 
Families with more than three children were rewarded.

•	 Boys were married by age 16, girls starting at age 14.
•	 A girl’s name came from her father (i.e., Claudia, 

daughter of Claudius) or from her order of birth 
among the female siblings (i.e., Secundia, the second 
daughter, or Tertia, the third daughter).

•	 Boys went to school, learning oratory and 
gentlemanly skills. Girls took lessons at home, 
although some did attend primary school.

•	 Men still single at 25 and women still single at 20 were fined.
•	 Men were not allowed to show affection in public. One 

senator lost his seat because he embraced his wife in public.
•	 Wives were not allowed to drink in public 

or “appear to be very smart”.
•	 Acting was considered so low an occupation that if Romans 

became actors, they had to give up their Roman citizenship; 
consequently, most actors in Rome were Greek slaves.

•	 The goose was considered to be sacred in Rome because 
the central citadel of Rome was saved from an attack 
by Gauls in 400 B.C. because of a warning offered by a 
flock of geese startled by the approaching enemy.

•	 Public latrines were common in Roman cities, with 
multiple holes for relief and sponges handy for wiping.

•	 Roman numerals are an expression of 
counting with one’s fingers.

•	 Roman religion was polytheistic, based on the same gods 
that were worshipped by the Greeks (albeit with different 
names). One of the most interesting features of this religious 
structure was the Vestal virgin. Similar in lifestyle to nuns of 
modern times, they guarded an eternal flame in the temple 
of Vesta that symbolically protected the well-being of Roman 
homes. Originally, they were the daughters of the rulers of 
Rome, but later they were the daughters from leading noble
